Have you thought about becoming registered as a Professional Engineer?

The licensure of Professional Engineers is important to the public because of the significant role engineering plays in society.  The profession regulates itself by setting high standards for Professional Engineers.  These high standards help protect the public safety and welfare.

The registration process involves the following four steps:

1.  Graduating from an ABET-accredited engineering program.

2.  Passing the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam.

3.  Gaining a minimum of 4 years of engineering experience (3 years with MS degree).

4.  Passing the Principles and Practice of Engineering (PE) exam.

Exams are typically administered twice a year; once in April and once in October.  Applications must be completed 45 to 120 days prior to the exam date, depending on the individual state regulations.
